CONTEMPLATIVE DIALOGUE WORKSHOP

The first part of workshop will be an individual field trip with destinations determined by participating students.
During the trip the students will be asked to search for (local) materials and gather every possible information
about them. Collected data will be analyzed during second part of seminar under the advisory supervision of

mentors. Finally, each student or team of students will develop a public project.

The field trip should provide INSPIRATION and raise CURIOSITY during search for CONVENTIONAL (TRADITION).
INTERROGATING on such CONVENTION, seeking for an alternative application (CONTEMPORARY ONE), new
approaches to MATERIALITY are to be challenged.

After the field trip, students shall return with their RECORD of understanding and SKETCHES. This is to demonstrate
their descriptive impressions, emotions, thoughts, experiments, etc. Through INTENSIVE RESEARCH under supervision
of mentors, alternative possibility of material application shall be initiated. This re-thinking process shall push
forward selected materials into the new tentative uses.

The public project developed in the end could be demonstrated in various forms: proceedings booklet, record of

performance, scale models, 1:1 design build, etc.
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
